Monday, June 12: Pro-Poor Growth and Environment

A separate agenda for this day has been circulated to all PEP Participants.  A new version of the main background paper, discussed also at PEP8, has been circulated.  Besides a last round of substantive changes, the authors wish to decide on the choice of products (summary paper, natural resources-specific “tip sheets” and selected case studies) to pursue.  The branding of the products will also be discussed, as well as future presentations, including one for ENVIRONET in November 2006.

Tuesday, June 13:  Growth and Environment
S1. Purpose: To provide a perspective on environment by a senior macro-economist, and to discuss the relevance of environment in the broader development agenda.  A corollary to that is to raise interest among non-environmentalists in PEP.
S2. Purpose:  To present and discuss conclusions from a set of case studies with global spread on trade liberalization, rural poverty and environment.  With funding from the EU and DGIS, WWF in partnership with the WB have conducted studies in Chile, Mexico, Madagascar, South Africa, China, India and Vietnam.
S3. Purpose: To provide perspectives on poverty-environment links through recent work by PEP participants.  The preceding half-day on Monday will have reviewed some of this work, and a succinct report-back from that session will be included.  It will be complemented by a brief introduction to the recent IIED work by Bass et al (2005) Reducing Poverty and Sustaining the Environment: the Politics of Local Engagement, which contains numerous case studies of interest.  Finally, two recent publications by WWF will be introduced: Escaping Poverty’s Grasp: The Environmental Foundations of Poverty Reduction, published by Earthscan (2006), and The 3xM Approach: Bringing Change across Micro, Meso, and Macro Levels (WWF, 2006).
S4. Purpose: To discuss the impact of decentralization of NRM on household welfare.  The first presentation by Shyamsundar will present data from Namibia, the Philippines and Nepal, countries where there has been some form of devolution of authority to communities in the areas of wildlife management, forestry, and irrigation.  The second presentation by McCauley will focus on the experience of ADB with respect to decentralization and natural resources management, particularly in Indonesia.  The third, from GTZ, will reflect on the implementation of the 2004 manual Natural Resources and Governance: Incentives for Sustainable Resource Use.
S5. Purpose:  To capture the main topics of interest which have emerged from the day’s discussions.  Smaller rooms are available adjacent to the main room.
Wednesday, June 14:  Environment and Health

S6. Purpose: To present the outline of the inter-agency paper on Poverty, Health, and Environment.  This will provide background for the rest of the meeting, with more specialized sessions.  Discuss how finalization will take place, and encourage PEP members to contribute and formally endorse the paper.  Follow-up of this session is suggested in a small working group in the afternoon.
S7. Purpose: Raising the profile of this relatively neglected issue. The first intervention is expected to give a perspective on the BOD related to IAP, the second to provide data from field research on human exposure in Bangladesh, and suggestions for short-term measures.  The third will report results from a major Chinese study measuring finding that a combination of health education and stove improvements was effective in drastically reducing the exposure to a set of monitored air pollutants.
S8. Purpose: To illustrate how PEP organizations and others can join hands to address an important environmental health issue on a large scale.  The first presentation concerns the WHO-UNEP partnership called HELI, a global effort to promote actions in developing countries to reduce environmental threats to human health (www.who.int/heli).  The second concerns a significant program for the disposal of obsolete pesticides, and capacity building in chemicals management in Africa.  Active PEP partners include FAO, GEF, UNEP, WB, WHO and WWF.  The third contribution will be based on the deliberations of a separate workshop on environmental health indicators, to be held on June 12.
S9. Purpose: To provide an opportunity to discuss the most interesting topics in a smaller format.  Group rooms available.  There would be a need to discuss the details of finalization, dissemination and use of the inter-agency paper on environmental health.  This group will also hear a brief presentation of a new paper on EH and PRSPs.  The China study team will offer further details from their study, by drawing on the presence of Chinese team members.
Thursday, June 15: E&H cont’d

S10. Purpose: Providing inspiring examples of successful implementation. The presenters will illustrate the use of a flexible planning model for holistic air quality management, which has been applied successfully in China, India and Thailand.  New applications have been initiated in three African countries as well.  The WHO presentation will deal with measures to reform transport in the interest of environment.
S11. Purpose: Follow-up of business items identified in Ottawa or elsewhere (including the previous days’ break-out groups), and of continuing importance for PEP. 

S12. Purpose: To pursue main topics raised in S11 more in depth, and advance proposals for next steps.

S13. Purpose:  To reach agreement on main tasks, responsibilities, and timing. To agree on the host, venue, and theme for (at least) the next PEP meeting.
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
